| recently attended Yachting Victoria’s club conference, at which it was clear that most clubs are dealing with
or have been through the same experiences as ourselves. One of the recurring themes of the day was the
difficulty of encouraging members who have learnt to sail with the club to participate in club racing or other
sailing activities. Taking the step to buy one’s own boat was also highlighted as a significant step for people
new to sailing. Most clubs lease boats to new members, such as we do, though there are a few different
ways this is done. We currently have a fairly informal approach, as opposed to some clubs which lease
boats for a price to members for a whole season.
Most clubs at the conference are trialling or considering what is broadly called “green fleet” racing. The idea
is that beginners to sailing can race each other in a fun, easy to understand with simplified rules, environ-
ment, separate from the large amount of boats and seemingly complex rules in a club championship race.
Some clubs have green fleet racing in the morning before afternoon club racing, and others find it is more
successful to run it at the same time as the main club race, but in a separate area. | have spoken to a few
members and there is a lot of support for a trial of green fleet type racing. All we need is for someone to be
available to run the racing, with a view to starting it up in the summer season.
There will be a new Learn to Sail course beginning on the 1% week in September (Saturday 3rd), with 6
places available. Mike Howell will also be running a Learn to Race course beginning on the same date. The
more people the better for that one. Please contact Ray Wines if you'd like to be a part of either. Remember
that all training courses within the club are free for members.
