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Well here we are again at the end of another year. The club winds down over the next few weeks, 
though for some sailors this is the height of the sailing year, with National Titles over the Christ-
mas / New Year period.  This year the Impulses will be in Portarlington, the Pacers in Canberra, 
Sabres in Blairgowrie and the Optimists in Brisbane.  As a club we resume sailing on Saturday 
January 7th, though members are welcome to come down anytime during the holidays for a BBQ or 
a sail.   
I don’t want to look too far ahead into next year just yet, (I haven’t even sorted out my accommoda-
tion for the nationals in 2 weeks time, or found a crew yet!!) so I will review a few events we’ve 
seen at the club since our last newsletter.   
In October the club celebrated 140 years, and also the centenary of Acrospire II.  On Opening Day 
many old photographs were viewed, many awards presented, and many a plate was emptied.  Our 
140th Season was declared open by the councillor for Albert Park, Cr Judith Klepner.  A happy 
birthday was sung to Acrospire, which then led a windy sailpast in her 100th year.  David McMillan 
once again entertained the assembled dignitaries by capsizing his Mirror in front of them.  We were 
joined on the day by the new CEO of Yachting Victoria, Steve Walker, a party from Ballaarat Yacht 
Club including Commodore Paul Crosbie, and the new president of the Wooden Boat Association, 
Geoff Carroll, and a few of their members who also took part in our sailpast.   
Later in October the club hosted the first heat of the Schools Team Sailing Series.  Despite a seri-
ous shortage of wind, without which sailboats don’t move very well, we were able to get through a 
complete round robin.  Further sailing was to continue, but heavy rain dampened the ground, and 
sailors’ enthusiasm.  The rain of course was to continue for the next month.   
In late November between 20 and 30 members from APYC journeyed out West for Ballaarat Yacht 
Club’s Opening Day, the club’s first major regatta in 8 years due to the drought.  The Opening was 
signalled by the firing of a cannon, after which Acrospire was invited to lead the sailpast, Unfortu-
nately Acky’s old sparring partner, Valdera, was not quite sailable for the weekend, though the club 
have hopes of bringing her to sailing condition by next year.  At the end of the weekend our club 
was presented with a silver mug originally awarded by Ballaarat YC to the first Acrospire in about 
1906, (I think partly as an incentive for them to get Valdera sailing again so they can win it back!)  
There is some talk of a club challenge in Jubilees (a 3 person boat) or Pacers next year.  Relation-
ships like this between clubs are important to maintain, both in terms of support for the other, and 
in giving members a wider sense of competition and social gatherings than regular weekend sailing 
at the club.   
Back to home now, Parks Victoria recently awarded us a major grant to install Solar Panels at the 
club, which will hopefully reduce our energy costs, and do something for the environment too.  Gla-
cial progress continues on the launch ramp situation.  The latest is that Parks have finally secured 
the money to complete the project.  The final amount came through Parks own grants, which the 
sailing club applied for on behalf of the Boatshed!  Another issue close to home is the state of park-
ing behind the club since the new Lakeside Stadium has been in use.  We are currently talking with 
Parks about a permanent solution, but please remember in the meantime that if a park is difficult to 
find near the club, you can get into the gravelled area beside the Sea Scout building using the key 
hanging to the right of the main club door.  
Thankyou to all members and volunteers who have assisted in running the club and club events 
during the past year (there have been a few!)  Good luck to those of you sailing in events over the 
holidays, and I hope the rest of you are able to get some time off to enjoy the Summer.

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Think you’ve got something to contribute to 
OTL?

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I began sailing at Albert Park in the early 1980’s by crewing for my uncle, Bram Southwell, on his Pacer and 
I'm thankful to him for 'showing me the ropes'. I later sailed my own Pacer for a while with my sister as crew 
before she resigned in disgust. Dad came to the rescue as crew and I slowly got the hang of sailing. Back 
then, there were up to 12 or more Pacers racing most Saturday afternoons. 
 
I left Albert Park when I bought my first car and a Laser dinghy, and started racing from Mordialloc Sailing 
Club. While I enjoyed some spectacular rides off Mordialloc, I lost interest in racing as well as negotiating the 
traffic to and from Mordialloc, so I sold the boat. 
 
Nearly 20 years later, I was walking past APYC with the family. Seeing some Pacers out the front, I was re-
minded of how much I had enjoyed sailing as a teenager.
